Best practices for lawyers to follow in the area
of cyber-security, focusing on lawyers in private practice, are also reviewed.

PROFESSOR NIKI KUCKES is a legal ethics authority who has written on ethical
issues for a wide variety of publications, both popular and academic, including the
Rhode Island Bar Journal. Professor Kuckes served as Chair of the American Bar
Association's Criminal Justice Standards Committee and authored a frequently-cited
ethics report for the American Bar Association as part of its comprehensive Ethics
2000 review. Professor Kuckes teaches law at Roger Williams University School of
Law in Bristol, Rhode Island, where her courses include professional responsibility
and civil procedure. Prior to teaching, she practiced law as a litigator in Washington,
D.C., serving as a partner in two law firms, Miller, Cassidy, Larroca & Lewin LLP;
and Baker Botts LLP. She began her career clerking for a federal appeals court for
then-Judge Antonin Scalia.
